First ask
yourself whether the writing fulfils the
task, in terms of points to be covered
and the length. If it does, it will be in
one of the top three mark bands.

When deciding on a mark for
language, look at both the style and
the accuracy of the language. A useful
starting point would be first to
determine whether errors intrude. If
they do not, it will be in one of the top
three mark bands.

The use of paragraphs should not be
the primary basis of deciding which
mark band the work is in. Look first at
the language used and once you have
decided on the appropriate mark band,
you can use the paragraphing as a
factor in helping you to decide whether
the work warrants the upper or lower
mark in the mark band.
